JA accepted donations from Oct. until Dec. 31, to help replenish supplies needed as Southwest
Florida students and teachers impacted by Hurricane lan returned to class. Donations of
supplies were delivered to Tice Elementary School in Fort Myers, on Nov. 9; Golden Gate, Tice,
Franklin Park, and Orange River Elementary Schools on Dec. 9; and Poinciana and Herbert
Cambridge Elementary Schools on Dec. 16. An additional delivery is scheduled for early
February at Edison Park Elementary School. The supplies will reach a total of more than 700
students in need.
